“THE MORTGAGE
CRISIS”

DEFENSE

Currently, the United
States is facing an
economic decline and
mortgage crisis. In
Florida, unemployment
rate among Whites s
8.4%, while the
unemployment rate
among Blacks is 16.8%.
Florida has the third
highest unemployment
rate  in the country.
Florida has the highest
foreclosure rate. This
disparity is even more
drastic on a national level
in terms of wealth
between Blacks, Hispanics
and Whites. According to
a recent study done by
the Pew Research Center,
Whites have a wealth
level that is 20 times
greater than Blacks and
18 times greater than
Hispanics. Given the fact
that the highest
foreclosure rates have
come from Florida,
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California and Nevada,
Blacks and Hispanics in
these states have been
the most affected by the
mortgage crisis our
country is facing. While
the same study reports
that it is unlikely the gap
in wealth will narrow in
the decade to come,
there are measures
that can be taken to
protect your family’s
most valuable asset,
even in the midst of a
foreclosure.

A foreclosure action is
started in state court. A
complaint for foreclosure
often carries with it the
feeling of embarrassment,
guilt, and defeat. It
separates the middle
class from the poor.
Homeowners experience
guilt from not being able
to honor their promise to
pay their  mortgage.
Proactive homeowners
can save their homes
from foreclosure. This is a
time to protect your
investment. Consulting
an attorney can help
you become aware of
your rights and defenses
under a state foreclosure
action. It has been
discovered, on many
occasions, that lenders
are increasing mortgages
by applying miscellaneous
fees, which increase the
homeowner’s monthly
payments. Thus, it is not
always the homeowner’s



fault for defaulting on
their mortgage. In fact,
on some occasions, it has
been the bank that has
not honored its promise to
properly apply mortgage
payments.

MODIFICATION

The government
offers assistance to the
proactive homeowner.

The Home Affordable
Modification Program
(HAMP) is a federal
program  designed to
assist homeowners in

need. Homeowners
whose monthly
mortgage payment

exceeds 31 percent of
their gross income may
apply. To qualify for
HAMP, a homeowner must
own a one-to-four unit
home that is their primary
residence; have received
their mortgage on or
before January 1, 2009;
have a mortgage payment
(with  taxes, insurance,
and homeowners’
associations dues) that is
more than 31 percent of
their gross monthly
income; owe an amount
that is less than or equal
to $729,750.00 on their
first mortgage for a one
unit property (there are
higher limits for two to
four unit properties); and
have a  documented
financial hardship.

To apply for HAMP,
homeowners must submit
an Initial Package to their
mortgage servicer, which
includes: a complete
Request for Modification
and  Affidavit (RMA);
complete a Tax
Authorization Form (IRS
Form 4506T-EZ or IRS
Form 4506T); a Dodd
Frank Certification Form;
proof of income and an
updated profit and loss, if
self employed. Once the
information is submitted
mortgage servicers will
determine whether the
homeowner qualifies for a
HAMP modification.
Homeowners who qualify
must complete a trial
payment period of three
or four months, to
demonstrate that they will
be able to make reduced
payments on time, before
their mortgage will be
permanently modified.
Some homeowners are
successful  with getting
approved for loan
modifications on their
own; however, seeking
legal assistance can
assist others in
receiving loan
modifications.

As a homeowner
facing foreclosure, there
are options to help you
stay in your home. A
homeowner who desires
to maintain their assets
and generate wealth must
be aware of the
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foreclosure process and
alternative measures that
can be taken to preserve

their asset. The
alternatives of loan
modifications and

bankruptcy are all viable
and legal options to avoid
losing your home that
should be viewed in a
positive  light.  Seeking
legal advice in the early
stages of foreclosure is a
preventative measure that
can protect your
investment and provide a
peace of mind. Knowing
your rights as a
homeowner will help
you continue to
